Raises Over $17,000 from its Collaboration with the Fort Worth Stock Show & Rodeo
 
This year the Junior League of Fort Worth raised $17,110 through its collaboration with the Fort Worth Stock Show & Rodeo.  Since 1957, trained volunteers from the Junior League of Fort Worth have donned aprons and greeted visitors to the Rodeo with smiles and sales pitches, earning $1 for every Rodeo Souvenir Annual & Program sold.  This year, the tradition of "YELLING & SELLING" continued and over the three-week period, a total of 277 members (177 Actives, 93 Provisionals, & 7 Sustainers) volunteered over 4,680 hours, attended 36 performances, and sold 15,765 Programs.  The Fort Worth Stock Show & Rodeo attracts visitors from all over the globe and being a part of such a legendary event allows the Junior League of Fort Worth to increase its image in the community and to educate the public about the projects and organizations we support. The proceeds from sales and donations fund the projects and operation of the Junior League of Fort Worth, furthering its mission of promoting voluntarism, developing the potential of women, and improving community through the effective action and leadership of trained volunteers.

Each time a League volunteer sells, she receives training and gains experience, making her time at the Rodeo more effective, and generally increasing her sales, which in turn, increases the bottom line for both the Stock Show & Rodeo and the Junior League.  On the final evening, the sales are totaled and the Prizegoers are ranked to determine the order in which they will choose their Prize Packages.  The highest ranking Active/Sustaining and Provisional members also each receive special prizes to recognize their extra efforts. 
This year, Provisional Erica Fisher ranked the highest, selling 1,867 Programs, and won a gift certificate from M.L. Leddy's Custom Boots in addition to gifts from Lane Boots, Residence Inn, Squire Shop, Salon Moda, Red Hot & Blue and others.  Other top Provisional Prizegoers were Nicole Shelton (1,529), Jackie Osmon (1,451), and Meredeth Belew (1,137).  The highest ranking Active member, Emily Jones, sold 944 Programs and won a 3-night stay for six in a private home in San Miguel, Mexico.
